Budapest Process — A Silk Routes Partnership for Migration

The Budapest Process is a consultative forum with over 50
governments and 10 international organisations aiming at developing
comprehensive and sustainable systems for orderly migration. During
its more than 20 years of operation, the Budapest Process has
developed from an information sharing tool between European
countries in a pre-EU enlargement setting to a far-reaching European-
Asian forum for improving migration management. It is chaired by
Turkey and co-chaired by Hungary since 2006. ICMPD serves as
the Secretariat, which is responsible for administrative support,
coordination of activities, liaison with partner countries and
organisations and facilitation of further cooperation.

Celebrating its 20th anniversary in 2013, the Budapest Process
witnessed an important landmark when the Istanbul Ministerial
Declaration on a Silk Routes Partnership for Migration was

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adopted in Turkey. The Silk Routes Region refers to Afghanistan,
Bangladesh, Iran, lrag and Pakistan. Cooperation with these
countries started in 2010 and since then these countries have
successively joined the forum as new participating or observer states.
The main objective of the partnership is to promote dialogue and
mutual cooperation in managing migration flows taking place along
the Silk Routes.

The Budapest Process is managed through annual Senior Officials
Meetings gathering all participating states. In addition, the Istanbul
Ministerial Declaration provides for a geographic working group
structure, giving interested states in certain sub-regions an additional
platform to discuss migration and related matters. The Budapest
Process accordingly has three regional working groups for: the Silk
Routes Region, the South East European Region and the Black Sea
Region.

Support to the Silk Routes Partnership for Migration under the
Budapest Process

In 2014-2017 the project “Support to the Silk Routes Partnership
for Migration under the Budapest Process” translates the political
commitments of the Silk Routes Partnership into concrete actions on
the ground. The project aims at strengthening the migration
management capacities of the Silk Routes countries Afghanistan,
Iraq and Pakistan, both at national and - together with Bangladesh and
Iran - also at regional level.

Within the Budapest Process, for the first time the countries of the
Silk Routes Region are engaging in a migration dialogue with their
counterparts from other regions, such as South Eastern and Eastern
Europe, the Black Sea region, Central Asia as well as EU and
Schengen countries. The cooperation is instrumental for dealing with
the migration challenges of today.

Other best practices of the Budapest Process include:

Helping states and other stakeholders to maintain open
channels of communication between each other, from expert to
ministerial level

Creating personal contacts, also when states have strained
relations; states greatly benefit through this exchange, also in
day-to-day cooperation

Efficient networking: at a single meeting representatives can
exchange with officials from 20 to 40 countries or more
Informal discussions on the side-lines can help break through
stalemates or further bi- and multilateral discussions

Growing familiarity and regular contacts between participants
of various events increases the understanding of different
migration realities and the respect for each other’s situations
Ideas for capacity building projects are generated; dialogue and
concrete activities on the ground complement each other
Facilitating knowledge transfer — from peer to peer during
meetings and related operational activities
