o Jointly facilitated sessions in capacity building events organised by
international actors including OSCE/BMSC, BOMCA & BOMNAF,
highlighting international obligation of States to observe and respect
fundamental principles such as non-refoulement and non-penalisation of
irregular entry.

o Work together with authorities to identify and register 51,670 persons
under UNHCR’s statelessness mandate in the region in the past two
years; leading to status/nationalities confirmed with regard to 10,955
persons in the same period.

o Engaged with the authorities to define emergency preparedness scenarios
and contingency plans.
