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BOMCA carries out Technical Assistance Mission in Ashgabat

On February 24-26 in the framework of the technical assistance mission of the BOMCA Programme, the EU MS expert will visit Ashgabat and meet with the representatives of the border guards, customs services and phytosanitary agencies.  
The aim of this mission is to contribute to the institutional development of agencies involved in border control. During the mission the expert, Mr. Mashkovs,  Deputy Director of Customs Service of Latvia,  will have a series of meetings with the representatives of the State Border Guards Service and State Customs Service of Turkmenistan, the State Service on Plant Quarantine and the State Service of Veterinary Control of the Ministry of Agriculture of Turkmenistan and the Sanitary-epidemiology Service of the Ministry of Health and Medical Industry of Turkmenistan to discuss current procedures at the border for the transportation means and vehicles, present EU practices in this regard and jointly map areas for advancing inter-agency cooperation in performing the joint control of means of transportation. Upon the end of the activity, the recommendations will be finalised by the expert and shared with the national authorities. 
The overall objective of current phase of BOMCA Programme is to increase effectiveness and efficiency of border management in Central Asia by introducing advanced elements of the Integrated Border Management (IBM), assisting governments in developing and reforming their migration governance, mobility and trade facilitation policies and strengthening capacities of Border and Migration Agencies. First BOMCA operations began in Central Asia in 2003, and since then, BOMCA has strengthened partnership of the Central Asia Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 33.6 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2014 and almost EUR 5 million for its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2018).
