BOMCA develops distance learning tool for Uzbek custom officers  

On August 23-24 BOMCA Technical Mission consisting of Ms. Liana Supe and Mr. Ilja Afanasjevs, Experts of the Institute of International Business and Customs of Riga Technical University (RTU) of the Republic of Latvia, is visiting Tashkent. The purpose of the technical mission is to provide advisory support to the Higher Military Customs Institute (HMCI) of the State Customs Committee of the Republic of Uzbekistan on implementation of distance learning concept that would provide sustainable academic approach in training of customs specialist.

The experts together with representatives of HMCI will discuss the content of the distance learning program, define technical solutions for its implementation and test the equipment. Also, recommendations on program content will be provided and plan of actions for its introduction and implementation jointly discussed with national partners. 
First BOMCA operations began in Central Asia in 2003, and since then, BOMCA has strengthened partnership of the Central Asia Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 33.6 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2014 and almost EUR 5 million for its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2018). The overall objective of the current phase of the Programme, which is to increase effectiveness and efficiency of border management in Central Asia, will be reached by introducing advanced elements of the Integrated Border Management (IBM), assisting governments in developing and reforming their migration governance, mobility and trade facilitation policies and strengthening capacities of Border and Migration Agencies.
