Border guards  and customs officers of Central Asia are trained on border check ethics and public service standards

A total of 20 border guards and customs officers from five Central Asian countries (Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan) are being trained to use modern technics and international standards in border checks. The workshop, which takes place on 20-22  September in Almaty, is organised by the EU-funded Border Management in Central Asia Programme (BOMCA), and  facilitated by the  experts from Latvia.

This BOMCA activity aims at strengthening the capacity of border control officers in identification and profiling mechanisms, which helps to better categorise different types of persons, crossing the borders in respecting document security, ethics and human rights. 

During the workshop participants will gain knowledge about the EU standards in provision of appropriate basic services to the most vulnerable  groups of migrants  crossing the border - irregular migrants, refugees, victims of trafficking, minors and elderly persons. This includes due identification of these groups of migrants and conducting needs assessment to define his/her needs, providing services or referring to service provider, as well as establishing cooperation mechanisms for the effective migrant referral.. A separate session will be dedicated to the border checks ethics and public services standards, which includes sensitivity to gender, ethnicity, protecting migrant’s data and respecting migrant’s rights and dignity.  

 
First BOMCA operations began in Central Asia in 2003, and since then, BOMCA has strengthened partnership of the Central Asia Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 33.6 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2014 and almost EUR 5 million for its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2018).
