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BOMCA supports the Integrated Border Management strengthening in Kyrgyzstan 
Bishkek, 26 October 2016 

The European Union continues to offer significant strategic level support to border security in Central Asia. As one of actions, BOMCA 9 Programme supports an extended cycle of joint exercises, trainings, meetings and field visits, which under the lead of the State Border Service of Kyrgyzstan takes place in Osh region on October 24-28, 2016. The activities, gathering over 80 senior and mid-level officers from different law enforcement agencies, is being conducted on a yearly basis with the main goal to strengthen the border security through intra-service and inter-agency cooperation within the frame of the IBM Strategy 2012-2022 of the Kyrgyz Republic.
The joint event includes anti-terrorism exercises, a series of intra-service and inter-agency meetings, joint trainings, and practical demonstrations of professional topics on border checks performance at land and air Border Crossing Points, as well as discussions about how to strengthen ways for enhancement of Plenipotentiary Border Representatives duties, and support of Border Delegates in tackling cross-border issues. Duty organisation aspects at the “green border” unit are also covered.
BOMCA 9 Regional Manager in Central Asia Mr. Raitis Tiliks will introduce law enforcement officers with IBM Strategy of Latvia for 2013-2018 and its implementation, and the creation and steady development of the State Border Guard of Latvia. The information about recent strengthening of the EU FRONTEX Agency and its expected consequences also will be provided for professionals of Kyrgyzstan. 
By contributing to IBM implementation in Kyrgyzstan, the BOMCA 9 support is in line with the EU and BOMCA 9 Programme promoted IBM philosophy, and advocates importance of decision-makers competences and knowledge about relevance of the IBM effective functioning. During 2016 (by mid-October), BOMCA 9 offered 17 its activities for Kyrgyzstan attended by 350 participants.
First BOMCA operations began in Central Asia in 2003, and since then, BOMCA has strengthened partnership of the Central Asia Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 33.6 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2014 and almost EUR 5 million for its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2018).
