Joint meeting of international donors and national agencies takes place in Astana
Following the experience of the previous phases of BOMCA Programme, in particular in enhancing international donor coordination and cooperation and strengthening stakeholder networking, BOMCA in close cooperation and partnership with CADAP, OSCE and US Embassy is hosting the International Donors Coordination Meeting, which takes place in Astana on March 10, 2017. The meeting is gathering national beneficiaries such as the State Committee of National Security, Border Service, Ministry of Finance, Ministry of Interior, Ministry of Health, General Prosecutor’s office and Ministry of Foreign Affairs as well as international donors and agencies (EU Delegation to Kazakhstan, IOM, CADAP, UNODC and others).
The overall objective of the event is to encourage international donor coordination and interaction among partners and stakeholders and greater coherence among the donor actions, in particular in the field of border security and counter-narcotics issues. It will provide an opportunity to share information on the ongoing or planned donor projects in Kazakhstan, to define priorities together with Government counterparts and to discuss different approaches, gaps, best practices and lessons learnt from the implementation of programmes and activities. The range, scale and focus of donor investment in Kazakhstan will be captured, essential achievements will be presented and opportunities for further donor cooperation at country level will be identified and explored.
First BOMCA operations began in Central Asia in 2003, and since then, BOMCA has strengthened partnership of the Central Asia Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 33.6 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2014 and almost EUR 5 million for its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2018).
