Uzbek Customs is enhancing the methods of data mining for risk management 

The European Union is continuing to offer significant support to border security and trade facilitation activities in Central Asia. Taking into the account that proper risk management in customs areas is one of the most important preconditions for the trade facilitation, a technical assistance mission on application of customs data mining for risk management starts in Tashkent on March 29 within the framework of Border Management Programme in Central Asia (BOMCA), funded by the European Union.
During the mission the group of experts will consider the use of data mining in the application of the risk management and investigations through the analysis of the existing system and the presentation of EU practices in the use of methods of intellectual analysis, risk management and investigation.
This BOMCA activity aims at advisory assistance and exchange of experience in the area of risk management and risk investigation. In a wider extent, it will introduce measures improving the efficiency of controls and procedures applicable to goods and means of transport crossing the borders and thus facilitating regional and international trade.  
The first BOMCA operations in Central Asia began in 2003 and, since then, BOMCA has strengthened the partnership between Central Asian Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 40.8 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2018, out of which almost EUR 5 million were assigned to its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2018).
