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Customs Training specialists of the Republic of Tajikistan in cooperation with Kyrgyz and Uzbek colleagues are jointly working on radiation control

On May 30 to June 1, the team of regional experts will visit the Republic of Tajikistan with the aim to provide support to Customs training institution of the Republic of Tajikistan on radiation control and identification of the goods of dual use. The workshop is organised by the Border Management in Central Asia Programme (BOMCA), funded by the European Union.
In particular, invited experts together with the nominated Governmental representatives from the Customs Service under the Government will gather together and review training methodology and curriculum in the area of radiation control and identification of the goods of dual use for the staff of Customs Service under the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan. As a result of intensive three days’ workshop participants will learn more about advance practice of teaching and training methodology on radiation control and identification of dual use goods between CA countries. 
Based on the result of workshop, participants will find out more about specifics of identification of dual use goods and nuclear materials, gas centrifuges, the basics of producing chemical and biological weapon and basics of export control.  
First BOMCA operations began in Central Asia in 2003, and since then, BOMCA has strengthened partnership of the Central Asia Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 33.6 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2014 and almost EUR 5 million for its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2018).
