On 23-25 ​​January, Astana will host a EU expert team, coming with the purpose of technical mission on risk analysis - Mr. M. Petrushins, Director of the Latvian Boarder Guard College, Ms. S. Karkline-Admine, Director of the Tax Control Department of the State Revenue Service and Ms. I. Shice-Trede, Director of the Border Control Department of the Food and Veterinary Service of Latvia.  The mission is organized within the framework of Border Management in Central Asia Programme, funded by the European Union.
The purpose of this technical mission is to develop recommendations for interagency cooperation and joint risk analysis on border security for border management agencies.  During the visit, experts will meet with representatives of the State Border Service, State Customs Service, Migration Police and Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Following the results of the mission and joint work with national partners from Kazakhstan, experts will develop recommendations on joint risk analysis by border agencies.

The first BOMCA operations in Central Asia began in 2003 and, since then, BOMCA has strengthened the partnership between Central Asian Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 40,8 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2018, out of which almost EUR 5 million were assigned to its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2018).
