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Tajik Customs officers improving their skills in the area of control on strategic and dual use goods, protection of endangered species of animals and plants, and customs protection of intellectual property rights

Illegal import and export of strategic and dual use goods, protection of endangered species of animals and plants becomes one of the most attractive sources of income. In order to provide support to Customs officers in application of CITES Convention in Tajikistan and increasing effectiveness of customs control while importing and exporting strategic and dual use goods, protection of endangered species of animals and plants, on February 13-15, EU experts will visit Dushanbe and introduce Tajik colleagues with advanced practice and methods of international and interagency cooperation in this field. This activity is organized in the frame of the Border Management Programme in Central Asia (BOMCA) and is funded by the European Union.
During the workshop, participants will be introduced with EU practice in the area of customs control of such goods, the methodology of training customs officers in this area, and also with tools to establish cooperation with entrepreneurs and society.
The first BOMCA operations in Central Asia began in 2003 and, since then, BOMCA has strengthened the partnership between Central Asian Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 40,8 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2018, out of which almost EUR 5 million were assigned to its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2018).
