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Kazakhstan hosts the 3rd Conference for Regional Cooperation in the Field of Border Security

The 3rd Conference for Regional Cooperation in the Field of Border Security (Issyk-Kul Initiative) takes place on July 24th-25th, 2018, in Borovoe, Kazakhstan, and is organised by the EU-funded Programme of Border Management in Central Asia (BOMCA).  It is expected to welcome over 50 guests - including the Heads and senior officials from border agencies of Afghanistan, Iran, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan.  International organisations, such as EU-BOMNAF, FRONTEX working in the field of border security and management, will contribute to the results of this event. 
Since 2011, under the framework of the Issyk-Kul Initiative, Central Asian border agencies come together in a regional forum for cooperation and information exchange in the field of border security in Central Asia.  
This 3rd Conference focuses particularly on ways to address cross-border challenges in Central Asia. The key topics on the agenda for the thematic panel discussions are as follows: general challenges in the field of border management in Central Asia and Afghanistan; the gradual introduction of integrated border management and its advantages of more effective border management; and the needs and priorities for capacity building in border agencies of Central Asia and Afghanistan. During these panel discussions, the delegates will review the results achieved in border management and security in the recent past in Central Asia, the coordination among States and international stakeholders, and identify possible follow-up activities to further promote border management and security in the region.
