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BOMCA transfers contraband detection kit to Border Service of Turkmenistan

Border Service of Turkmenistan was provided contraband detection kit for amount of over USD 20 000.  Equipment hand-over ceremony was held in 21 February 2019 in the premises of HQ of Border Service of Turkmenistan in Ashgabat.  

The contraband search kit is to be used in search, detection and identification of contraband by law enforcement agencies.  The kit contains a fiberscope, buster contraband detector with backlight display, early radiation warning alarm, a hand-held density meter, an inspection probe, various tools, inspection mirrors and a digital camera.

The provided equipment will facilitate to increased Border Service of Turkmenistan capacity in fighting against transfer of illegal substances across the state border as well as will be used to prevent attempts of illegal migration.
The first BOMCA operations in Central Asia began in 2003 and, since then, BOMCA has strengthened the partnership between Central Asian Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 40, 1 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2019, out of which EUR 6, 6 million were assigned to its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2019).
