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Online educational systems are being introduced to border guarding and customs educational institutions of Tajikistan 
Dushanbe, 09 April, 2019
On 09-11 April 2019 a workshop on online education for border guard and customs training institutions of Tajikistan is to be held in the Border Management Staff College of the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe, Programme Office in Dushanbe, in the framework of the Border Management in Central Asia (BOMCA) programme, financed by the European Union. The activity gathers representatives from higher educational institutions forming border guards and customs officers as well as training centres of Border and Customs services and is facilitated by the experts from the Latvian State Revenue Service and State Border Guard of Latvia.   

During the workshop participants will present and discuss current available electronic educational systems for border guards and customs officers in Tajikistan, identify existing needs, gaps and best practices in training processes. European Union experts will introduce European educational online programs, including standards, opportunities, information of challenges and potential solutions, present related tools, instruments and country examples. Based on workshop’s findings, the expert team will elaborate and share recommendation on further development of electronic educational programs of border guarding and customs training institutions in Tajikistan. 
The first BOMCA operations in Central Asia began in 2003 and, since then, BOMCA has strengthened the partnership between Central Asian Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 40, 1 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2019, out of which EUR 6, 6 million were assigned to its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2019).
