Technical consultative mission of the Border Management Program in Central Asia (BOMCA), funded by the European Union, is being held in Kyrgyzstan on May 20-23. Experts of the Customs Department of the Ministry of Finance of Lithuania hold a number of consultations with Kyrgyz customs regarding the implementation of TFA Action Plan, namely, its articles on studying international experience and analyzing  current legislation on border cooperation , customs  cooperation and information exchange.     

Together with their Kyrgyz colleagues, experts will analyze the current situation regarding cooperation and coordination between the customs authorities, study international agreements and provide international experience in this field.  An analysis of the regulatory framework will be done and, if necessary, proposals will be made to amend the relevant regulatory and legal acts concerning the exchange of customs information in line with TFA provisions.                   

The first BOMCA operations in Central Asia began in 2003 and, since then, BOMCA has strengthened the partnership between Central Asian Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 40, 1 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2019, out of which EUR 6, 6 million were assigned to its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2019).
