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Risk Management System is discussed in Tashkent

On May 28-31, Tashkent is hosting a Technical mission on evaluating the functionality of the risk management IT-system operating at the State Customs Committee of Uzbekistan and providing recommendations for further development and improvement of the system, organized within the framework of the Border Management Programme in Central Asia (BOMCA), funded by the European Union.

Within the technical mission, the practical aspects of applying the customs risk management system in the Republic of Uzbekistan will be reviewed, the experience of Lithuanian customs in risk management and automatic risk assessment will be presented, as well as the further developments and improvement of the existing system will be identified. Following the mission, a package of recommendations will be developed to improve the existing customs risk management system in Uzbekistan.

The first events of the BOMCA program were held in 2003 and since then the Program has been one of the key partners of the governments of the Central Asia countries in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 40, 1 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2019, out of which EUR 6,6 million were assigned to its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2019).
