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9th phase of BOMCA is extended for additional 5 months period 

The current 9th phase of the EU-funded Border Management in Central Asia Programme (BOMCA) will be extended until September 30, 2020 - this decision was made by the European Commission.

The Finalisation Phase of the project will include the following four main activities: 

1) May-July 2020 - evaluation of results of the activities implemented during the project and drafting of the Final Report. 

2) May – August 2020 – implementation of ad–hoc requests of BOMCA beneficiaries as response to overall measures against COVID-19 pandemic.   

3) July-September 2020 (TBC) - Final Regional Steering Group meeting will be held before the Final Conference in order to examine achieved results and lessons learnt, present and agree on the Final Report, as well as discuss cooperation arrangements under the next project phase. 

4) July-September 2020 (TBC) - Final Conference will gather representatives of beneficiary agencies from all participating countries, project partners, and the broader public in order to inform about the project outcomes and intentions on further cooperation between the European Union and Central Asia.
In the extension period, particular attention will be paid to smooth closing of BOMCA-9 and transition to the next, 10th phase of the Programme, which is expected to be launched end of summer – beginning of autumn 2020. 

The first BOMCA operations in Central Asia began in 2003, and since then, BOMCA has strengthened the partnership between Central Asian Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated EUR 40,1 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2020; out of this amount EUR 6, 6 million was assigned to its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2020).
