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BOMCA provides personal protective equipment to the Customs Service of Tajikistan to assist COVID-19 response

In support of the national efforts to prevent and control the spread of COVID-19 pandemic, the EU-funded Border Management Programme in Central Asia (BOMCA) has donated personal protective equipment for 9,692 EUR to the Customs Service of the Republic of Tajikistan for further distribution to the staff serving at the border crossing points. The equipment includes 9,000 nitrile gloves, 9,000 surgery masks, 750 antiseptic sprays, and 2 medical thermal imagers. 
This assistance is part of BOMCA’s response to coronavirus outbreak and goes in addition to the donation of 3,500 sets of protective medical items (masks, gloves, and antiseptic liquids) that BOMCA handed over to the Border Troops of Tajikistan on 14 April 2020.  
The EU-BOMCA Programme is supporting the Central Asian border agencies to increase their capacities for ensuring unhindered passage of goods and essentials across the border during the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic through webinar trainings and supply of protective equipment.
The first BOMCA operations in Central Asia began in 2003, and since then, BOMCA has strengthened the partnership between Central Asian Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated EUR 40,1 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2020; out of this amount EUR 6, 6 million was assigned to its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2020).
