Almaty hosts a Regional Training of Trainers on documents security 
ALMATY  – On June 22-24 a Regional Training of Trainers on documents security will be held in Almaty organized by BOMCA in cooperation with OSCE. Taking into account the significant number of people moving within the Central Asia borders and crossing the region in transit, the EU is continuing to offer significant support to border security activities in Central Asia. The event will be facilitated by Ms Gunta Laganovska, Chief of the Examination Service of the State Border Guard of Latvia and Mr Tibor Kovács, international  consultant and will gather over 20 experts -  lecturers of border agencies training institutions and border control officers from Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan.  
The main goal of the event is to provide trainings on further usage of the training curriculum on documents security and to exchange best practices. The participants will learn about EU practices in documents security - technical and legal requirements to the secured documents, protection levels, methods of falsification and verification means. The dense agenda of the event includes a variety of interactive tools, group and individual practical exercises on such topics as types of documents security, use of technical means for verification of documents and falsification detection; processing of documents; ways of documents production and requirements to inks; composition of documents, its stapling, perforation and personalization methods, main and additional security features.

The training intends not only to enhance the professional development of border agencies training institutions and provide the basic curriculum with visual materials, but also to improve networking among the Central Asian border agencies by developing a regional list of contacts of the experts for information exchange on documents security. 
First BOMCA operations began in Central Asia in 2003, and since then, BOMCA has strengthened partnership of the Central Asia Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 33.6 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2014 and almost EUR 5 million for its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2018).
