Regional workshop of Consortium of Central Asian training institutions of border and customs agencies
EU is continuing to offer significant support to border security activities in Central Asia. Thus, on February 18-19 Almaty will host the Regional workshop of Consortium of Central Asian training institutions of border and customs agencies. The event is conducted within the framework of the EU funded Border Management in Central Asia Programme (BOMCA). EU experts from State Border Guard of Latvia and Riga Technical University will provide their expertise to representatives from customs and border training institutions from Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan.
This two-day workshop aims to continue the exchange of professional experience in the educational process in terms of training and professional development of border and customs agencies personnel, to review the progress achieved based on the results of the previous consultative workshops and identify the ways of further cooperation. 

The workshop is a unique occasion for the participants to  present and discuss the current training systems in CA countries, learn about innovative approaches and methodological tools such as distance learning system, identify existing needs, gaps and best practices in training processes  and define topics in training curricula where the exchange of trainers and students could be held. During the second day the participants will have a possibility to get acquainted with the learning process at the Border Academy of the National Security Committee of Kazakhstan.
First BOMCA operations began in Central Asia in 2003, and since then, BOMCA has strengthened partnership of the Central Asia Governments in the field of border management. The European Union allocated a sum of EUR 33.6 million to BOMCA for the period of 2003 – 2014 and almost EUR 5 million for its 9th implementation phase (2015 - 2018).
